Essential Safeguards for the wellbeing of you and your baby
1. Keep the appliance, and its detergent tablets, plug and cord out of reach of children. 
2. Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance or the detergent tablets
3. Do not allow children to touch or use the appliance or detergent tablets. The appliance becomes very hot and the steam 
can cause severe scalding.
4. This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years and above if they have been given supervision or instruction 
concerning use of the appliance and the detergent tablets in a safe way and understand the hazards involved. Cleaning 
and user maintenance shall not be made by children unless they are aged from 8 years and above and supervised. Keep 
the appliance and its cord out of reach of children aged less than 8 years.
5. This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical, sensory or mental
capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or instruction concerning use 
of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.
6. Always use on a level heat-resistant surface.
7. Do not open while in use as this product contains boiling water. Beware of escaping steam from the vent holes in the lid.

9. Allow at least 30 minutes between uses and make sure the unit has been cooled down before using again.

Setting up the Bottle Washer Pro® for Washing, Sterilizing & Drying

Fill the Clean Water Tank to the
FILL line with clean water. You can
leave the Water Tank on base and 
fill with a pitcher.  

Or you can remove the Clean
Water tank from the Base and
fill it at the sink. 

Make sure the Waste Water Tank
is empty and pushed all the way
into the base. 

Remove the Lid by grasping the
handle and lifting straight up.

Place up to 4 bottles upside down
on the Bottom Rack. Vent tubes or
other accessories can be placed
over the side jets as shown above. 

Make sure the water is filled to the
FILL line at the top edge of the
clear part of the Clean Water Tank

Bottle parts with small pathways
should be cleaned thoroughly by
hand with brushes supplied by
bottle manufacturer before use
in the Bottle Washer Pro®.
 

Place nipples and accessories
right side up on the Top Rack,
centered over jets.  

Large/wide collars and caps
may not fit with the bottles &
nipples & may need to be washed 
in a separate cycle.

Adding Detergent and Starting a Wash Cycle

Place 1 Baby Brezza Detergent
Tablet in the detergent tray.
It is OK if it falls out of the tray
and into the sump. 

Press and hold the “Power”
button  for 3 seconds to turn on
the Bottle Washer Pro®.

Touch the “wash mode” button to
choose a wash cycle. See page 3
for details.

Press the “Start/Pause” button
to start the Bottle Washer Pro®.

Carefully place the Lid on the
Base and make sure it is closed
completely.

The machine will start by draining
the sump to make sure it starts
with clean water, then it will begin
filling the sump and heating
the water. 

The LCD will show the icon for
each cycle and display a timer
countdown When the last cycle
is completed, the Bottle Washer
Pro® will automatically shut-o�.

Pausing the Machine:
You can pause the machine at any
time by pressing the “Start/Pause”
button.
Be careful, the Lid may be hot
to touch & steam may escape
when you remove the lid.
The machine will turn o� after
20 min if not restarted. You can
restart the machine by pressing
“Start/Pause” again –
we recommend restarting the
machine to complete the cycle
and drain the sump.
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• Always unplug the Bottle Washer Pro® before cleaning.
• Do not immerse the base or power cord in water or other liquids.
• Do not clean base under water tap.
• Use a soft damp cloth to clean the base and control panel.
• Never use solvents, cleaning products, or abrasive pads to clean the plastic parts of the
   machine as they may damage the appliance and surface of the base.
• The top cover, bottom rack, and top rack can be cleaned in hot soapy water.
• To clean the intake filter, lift it with the handle and wipe any residue from the mesh.
• If Spray Jets become blocked, disassemble the top and bottom spray jets and centre tube,
   poke spray jet holes with a toothpick or small brush and rinse with warm soapy water.
• NEVER PLACE PARTS IN DISHWASHER, MICROWAVE OR STERILISER.
  

Cleaning the Bottle Washer Pro®

Descaling the Bottle Washer

For Homes With Hard Water/Well Water

The Bottle Washer Pro® uses HOT WATER, STEAM & HOT AIR to wash, sterilise & dry bottles
and accessories.  USE CAUTION when handling bottles after washing, sterilising and/or drying.

Water in Waste Water Tank will be HOT. Always allow cooling time before handling
Waste Water Tank.

Empty the Waste Water Tank after Wash/Dry cycle is complete
Replacing the HEPA filter  - Recommended every 3 months

Tips for best use

Grip the handle on the back of the
Waste Water tank and carefully
remove it by sliding back. 

Rinse and Dry Waste water tank.
Then insert it fully into the base
of the Bottle Washer Pro®.

Gently lift lid and carefully pour
waste water into sink. 

• First turn the Bottle Washer on its side to access the HEPA filter which is located on the bottom of the
   Bottle Washer Pro®. NOTE: some residual water may spill from sump
• Remove the filter cover by pressing the filter cover tab and lifting up. 
• Remove the HEPA filter by pulling the filter tab and throw away the used filter.
• Install the new HEPA filter with the tab facing up.
• Replace the filter cover by inserting tabs and clicking the latch in place.    

Descaling Instructions:
• To remove mineral scale from the heating plate, pour a mixture of 1 cup white (or distilled) vinegar and
   1 cup water into the sump. Let mixture sit overnight.
• Fill the Clean Water Tank to FILL line with distilled water and run one “Wash Only” cycle  to rinse the system,
   then dispose of the waste water.
• The stainless steel heating plate can be gently scrubbed with a scouring pad to remove any remaining
   mineral scale.

Starting a Sterilise and Dry Only Mode Without Washing

Sterilise & Dry: Touch the
Sterilise-Dry button 1 time,
then press the Start/Pause button
to start.

Dry Only: Touch the
Sterilise-Dry button 2 times,
then press the Start/Pause button
to start.

Sterilise Only: Touch the
Sterilise-Dry button 3 times,
then press the Start/Pause button
to start.

The Bottle Washer Pro® will shut-o� automatically after finishing the Sterilise and Dry cycles.

The Descaling Reminder will turn on after 20 washes to remind you to descale the heater plate.
Press & hold the “Wash Mode” button for 5 seconds to clear the descaling reminder.
NOTE: If you have hard water, you may need to descale more often.

If your home has hard water/well water, mineral residue may be left on products after drying due to the high mineral
content. To prevent this, we recommend using a water softener or distilled water.

• Always load nipples facing up so water does not collect inside.
• When placing bottles or accessories in the washer, make sure water can run o� the items and won’t collect in
   product indentations. Example: don’t place bottles/cups right side up or they will fill with water.
• Some bottles have concave bases and some nipples have outside flanges which can collect water. It’s normal to
   see a small amount of water on the bottom even after drying like a glass in your dishwasher. Just tilt the product
   before removing so the water runs o� in the machine.
• Always use Baby Brezza detergent tablets - see page 6 and visit babybrezza.co.uk for more info.
• DO NOT USE any type of liquid, powder or pod detergent for your household dishwasher. These detergents are
   not properly sized for  the Bottle Washer Pro and will create too much foam & leave detergent residue on your
   products.
• If you need to discharge all water from the sump, press and hold the “Wash Mode” and “Sterilize/Dry” buttons
   for 3 seconds and the discharge pump will pump water from the sump to the waste water tank.
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Troubleshooting
Condition Possible Cause Remedy

Bottle Washer
will not start.

Unit is unplugged.

Unit is not turned on.

Not enough water in clean water tank. Add water to FILL line of water tank.

Make sure bottles / accessories are centred
over Spray Jets and are not blocking holes on jets.
Make sure top and bottom racks are placed 
correctly on base. 

Clean jets with brush, small pointed tool or
toothpick. See cleaning detail on page 8.

Inspect spray arms for damage and Contact
Baby Brezza Customer Care for replacement parts.

Spray Jets have

Condition

Error codes - If any of the codes below appear on the LCD screen, please contact Baby Brezza Customer Care.

Error code E5 - If the machine is stopped or loses power when washing and the sump is full,
“E5” will be displayed on the LCD. To clear the code, you will need to discharge all water from
the sump by touching and holding the “Wash Mode” and “Sterilise/Dry” buttons for 3 seconds.
The discharge pump will pump water from the sump to the waste water tank.  

Possible Cause Remedy

Follow instructions on page 8 to descale the
heating plate. Press and hold “wash mode”
button for 5 seconds  to clear descaling reminder 

Descaling is necessary.
